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HydroLast Means Close Shaving Every Day
The World's First Wet Shaving System

The HydroLast family of wet shaving products grew directly out of my original Roberts
Method of Wet Shaving (RMWS). Elements of the RMWS first appeared on the internet
in the spring of 2002. However, the core principles of the RMWS itself had been under
continuous development for over a decade before. The original RMWS introduced the
"macro-head" silver tip shaving brush, double edge razor and the "line & quadranf'
shaving concept of "systematic" wet shaving-the first such innovation in US shaving
history. At the time, however, I did not yet have any products specifically developed to
support my new wet shaving concept. This deficiency unfortunately, compelled me to
adopt products of other manufacturers, while I worked to create more suitable products
of my own. Finally, in 2002, I began to offer wet shaving products under my own name.
First among these was the humble 400gram "shave cube." Cutting balms, after shave
conditioners and aromatic tonics, however, soon followed. The jewel in the crown of my
system-my HydroLast wet shaving paste-required two years to develop. Its long
awaited arrival in 2005 finally completed my proprietary wet shaving brand. Today, these
products comprise the "grand architecture" of the HydroLast wet shaving system in its
entirety.

What is the HydroLast Wet Shaving System?

My HydroLast wet shaving system was developed to produce the closest, comfortable
and most pleasurable shaving experience possible. To achieve this end, HydroLast
products are produced in very small quantities using my own "wet blending" principles of
formulation. More importantly, HydroLast is the first wet "system" approach to shaving
ever developed. It is not merely a loose collection of unrelated products.

The effectiveness of the HydroLast wet shaving system is found in the active union of
two distinct factors: purity of ingredients and intensity of wetness. These values are
achieved through the deliberate fusion of high volumes of pure water and pure vegetal
extracts. The binary union of these two core agents produces a continuous-­
"hydrogenic"--buffer between razor blade and skin. The action of this hydrogenic buffer
accounts for the power of my HydroLast wet shaving system to produce spectacularly
close wet blade results, shave after shave. Since no chemicals or adulterants of any kind
are used in the formulation of HydroLast products, the hydrogenic buffer between
bladesteel and skin is never compromised.

Although my HydroLast wet shaving system is suitable for use with most conventional
razors-Gillette Sensor and Mach 3 included-I strongly recommend that the Merkur HD
or Merkur Progress double edge razors be primarily used. A shaving brush is also
necessary when using my system. I recommend the use of a large super badger brush,
though full-sized best badger range brushes are also suitable.

The HydroLast Wet Shaving Products Range

My wet shaving system has been developed to create an intense, "full blade effect"
throughout a man's daily shaving experience. This means that all of my HydroLast
products are specifically blended to mix wet, cut wet and finish wet. Consistent use of
my HydroLast wet shaving system will produce a flawless refinement to a man's skin. To



ensure that these outstanding results are consistently realized, I have developed my
products to achieve three distinct functions:

• Effectively cleanse and soften the beardmass.
• Promote rapid and efficient beard reduction during shaving.
• Thoroughly condition all facial elements afterwards.

I call this my C3 system of wet shaving: Cleanse beard, Cut beard, Condition skin.

Cleansing Sequence: The HydroLast 400gram Wet Shaving Cube

This product was the first to appear in my wet shaving system. It continues to rank as
one of the most popular wet shaving products ever developed. You will also find it to be
one of the most versatile products of its kind. My shave cube is primarily intended to
enhance the effectiveness of my entire HydroLast system. Yet, it also serves several
other key purposes equally well. It is both an outstanding shaving brush primer and a
very effective water conducing agent. When vigorously scrubbed with a wet shaving
brush, my shave cube effectively "saturates" the brush bucket. In this way, dry breach in
the shaving brush is eliminated, thus ensuring a smooth, rich cutting mix. My shave cube
is made from enriched vegetable ingredients and natural botanical extracts. Acne
sufferers will dramatically benefit from its rich, hydro-mollient effect on the skin.

Directions for using the Wet Shaving Cube.

Effective use of the Shave Cube is quite easy. Below is my suggested method for using
this product. Variations on this method, however, are also encouraged.

1) Fill sink with comfortably hot water. Throw cube and shaving brush into water. Leave
both in sink for about thirty seconds.

2) Remove cube and hold in one hand; grip shaving brush in the other. Place shaving
brush directly against top of cube until brush itself opens. Now vigorously scrub cube
with brush across all sides of cube. Doing this will produce a rich concentration of foam
called "slag." Use open breech of brush to gather up slag as it drifts down side of cube.
Continue to work brush across top and sides of cube until brush bucket is full of wet
slag.

3) Throw some water on top of shave brush canopy. Gently scrub entire shaving terrain
(face and neck) with brush loaded with slag.

4) Next, dip small amount of HydroLast wet shaving paste and insert into open breech
of shaving brush. Slightly cup one hand clam-shell style. Vigorously scrub brush in back
and forth manner into cupped palm of mixing hand until wet slag and paste cream are
completely mixed in brush.



5) Last, turn brush upright over sink. With free hand throw one or two rounds of water
across top of shaving brush itself (canopy). This will activate the dry mix and ready the
brush for action on face and neck terrain. Now scrub face and neck with brush now

loaded with HydroLast shaving paste. Thoroughly scrubbing shaving terrain in this way
will prepare the beard for quick and easy reduction.

Note: You will find that lightly scrubbing the shave cube with the brush periodically
during your shave will greatly increase the "velocity" or wetness of the wet mix media
itself.

Cutting Sequence: HydroLast Wet Shaving Paste

My phyto-organic wet shaving paste is the first such product of its kind. HydroLast wet
shaving paste comprises the centerpiece--or core wet buffering agent-of my entire
HydroLast wet shaving system. The amazing power of this product to infuse water will
astound you. Over two years in development, this product is, like everything in
HydroLast, entirely free of chemicals, additives or heavy oils. Because of its extremely
high purity content, my wet shaving paste will not dry out or thicken during use. It will
retain both its hydro-emollient balance even under the most demanding of shaving
conditions. For best results when using my wet shaving paste, I recommend the use of a
"macro"super badger shaving brush and HD model Merkur double edge razor. Feather
platinum blades are also highly recommended. Gillette Sensor and Mach 3 style razors
can also be used with my wet shaving paste.

Directions for Using HydroLast Wet Shaving Paste

It is necessary to incorporate the use of my 400 gram shave cube when using the wet
shaving paste. HydroLast products are devoid the chemicals commonly used to
artificially saponify (thicken) shaving creams. I suggest that my 400gram shave cube be
used to volumize the paste itself before cutting it. To do this simply scrub the cube with a
wet shaving brush after loading it with the shaving paste itself. The following is a neat
and effective procedure for using the cube/paste combination.

1) Prepare shaving terrain and prime shaving brush as described above for use of shave
cube.

2) Next, insert small amount of HydroLast wet shaving paste directly into open breech of
brush. Amount should be about the size of a dime. Then, charge brush with hot water
directly from tap into top of shaving paste. With brush now loaded with small amount of
paste, go back and scrub the cube again, vigorously. Doing this will produce a beautiful,
rich high velocity mix. Now, scrub entire face and neck with shaving brush loaded with
wet mix. When this is done, set brush on side of sink--- bucket up- and cut your first
(north/south) form. Repeat same scrub and cut process for forms two and three. There is
no need, however, to add more wet shaving paste. One application is sufficient.

3) Should the mix be too wet and start to run down neck, simply scoop excess mix from
bottom of neck using either top of hand or shaving brush. Also, you can increase the
volume of the mix by lightly scrubbing the cube in between brush applications to face
and neck. Once mix is sufficiently concentrated on shaving terrain, you may proceed to
smoothly and efficiently cut my RMWS shaving forms.



This is the basic procedure for using my HydroLast wet shaving paste:

1) Load brush off shave cube using vigorous, circular scrubbing action.

2) Lightly charge brush breech with hot water from water tap.

3) Fully scrub shaving terrain once with wet slag from brush.

4) Apply small amount of wet shaving paste to open breech of brush.

5) Volumize brush by scrubbing cube once more.

6) Scrub shaving terrain with brush fully charged with slag and wet shaving paste. Pick
up steel and cut beard. To perfectly volumize the mix in your brush, simply scrub the
cube with the shaving brush. Doing this when great blade efficiency is desired, will
produce an unbelievably smooth wet media-perfect for cutting with the world's sharpest
blades.

Note: My HydroLast wet shaving paste is so effective that it is possible to continue
cutting even after the mix itself has been washed clean from the shaving terrain. After
shaving all three of my RMWS forms, thoroughly rinse your face and neck with hot water
two or three times. This will activate the paste's remaining ultra-thin emollient sheath.
Using either a standard HD double edge razor or Mach 3, any remaining beard fibers
can be easily cleared.

If any spot cutting is still necessary, simply rinse shaving terrain with warm water. Dip
small amount of pure shaving paste directly from tub. Spread evenly across face and
neck, or areas requiring further reduction. Use either double edge or Mach 3 to finish.

Finishing Sequence: Hydrolast Cutting Balm

Despite its simplistic look, my cutting balm is actually a very sophisticated wet shaving
product. Cutting balm is an extremely powerful cutting, blending and finishing agent
suitable for all varieties of wet shaving. When activated by warm water, cutting balm
produces a smooth, intensely effective steel blade buffer. Cutting balm's rich emollient
composition creates a robust buffer that easily supports even the sharpest bladesteel. It
leaves behind smooth, intensely pleasing look and feel to the skin. Cutting balm is
specifically blended to promote close-in shaving, while minimizing the effects of over­
blade. Cutting balm contains no heavy oils, petroleum additives or chemicals of any kind.
This product is intended for shavers using the Roberts Method of Wet Shaving (RMWS)
or Wet Method system. It is not appropriate for electric razor shaving. Cutting balm is
generally used with peak effectiveness during the wet blade "finish" of the RMWS
process. This finish phase occurs immediately after completion of the third form cut. The
result is a quick, close and spectacularly comfortable wet blade finish to every shave.

Directions for Using HydroLast Cutting Balm

After completing all three cutting forms (north-south/transverseloblique) the total beard
plateau should be reduced to its lowest possible point. You will note, however, that
despite all of your best efforts, there still remain a few (or even several) unusually tough
areas of beard that were not suitably cleared in cutting the forms. I call these areas
